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THE RIVER TRENT WATER SKI MARATHON 2010

High Marnham - Keadby Lock

The event will be held over two days this year. The social event (no safety cover for race boats) will be held on Saturday 12th June with the race event being held on Sunday 13th June   (race boats only). 

The event covers 80 miles (total) of the River Trent between Marnham and Keadby. The course of the river ranges from tight twisty sections over the first half between Marnham and Gainsbrough where the river then becomes wider with long straights as it approaches Keadby. 

Safety is of paramount importance and the organizers will make every attempt to cover the course with safety boats at strategic points. Due to the distance covered this can create logistical problems should breakdowns occur. Every attempt will be made to recover your boat as quickly and efficiently as possible. This may necessitate getting your trailer to other slipway locations i.e. Torksey, Laneham and West Stockwith.  Craft will be available for any assistance you may require on various stretches of the river.  From past experience the first line of communication has to be via mobile phones. If possible teams are advised to provide two mobile contacts, preferably on different networks.  

There will be three safety boats carrying St Johns personnel at strategic points along the route. These boats will be mobile during the event in order to minimize the time taken to reach an incident, should one arise. 

We will be using the same course as in previous years with docking facilities at Keadby. However the event will be held in two stages stopping at Keadby to allow all boats to complete the first part of the course prior to sending boats back up the river. It will also give those who wish to stop and refuel the opportunity to do so. Due to the problems in transporting fuel by road you will be responsible for carrying your own fuel in the boat. (The storage of this additional fuel will form part of the scrutineering prior to the event taking place)

The support we need from British Waterways and the Associated British Ports Authority to run the event is essential and without them the event would simply not  take place. It is with their help we use this event to raise money for good causes and the chosen charity in 2010 is The Make a Wish Foundation.
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Since the first event in 2000 in excess of £10k has been raised for various charities and we are looking to add to this total once again in 2010. To achieve this we need the support of all entrants in making sure we gain sufficient sponsorship. The cost of each team entering the event will be £75 and cheques should be made payable to The Make a Wish Foundation. If you wish to donate more there will be no complaints!!

Free overnight parking and camping have been arranged. To reserve spaces for camping please indicate on the entry form if you intend camping i.e. number of tents or camper vehicles. 

The Brownlow Arms will be open for liquid refreshments and bar food. The marquee along with evening entertainment will be situated directly opposite the Brownlow Arms.

Bring your dancing shoes as there will be live bands on the evening of Saturday 12th all courtesy of the Marnham Boat Club.
